The best way of
checking if your phone has either of these features is looking through
your cell phone’s menu, and if you can spot some sort of Web or Internet
connectivity, then your phone is GPRS compatiblel
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2. Go to the Internet connection on your phone or PC. You will be able to
search for a list of phones which are MXit compatible. You can also ask
your service provider for more help or visit the official MXit website.

3. Point your cell phone's web browser to http://wap.mxit.co.za and follow
the prompts / Send a SMS with the word "MG64823" to 32227

4. Your cellphone number. A PIN number. MXit name. Choose whether
you want your cell phone number to be hidden. Specify your gender. Year
of birth.

5. Never reveal you mobile number. Never give your real name. Do not tell
anyone where you live or where you go to school. Do not reveal personal
details of your friends. Keep your MXit PIN safe and to yourself. Do not
buy anything from online contacts.

6. See point 5 above. Children need to be educated in MXit and parents
have to discuss online safety. Always know what your child is doing online
and on his/her cell phone.
